BLOODHOUND SSC Blast Competition. 

 

BLOODHOUND SSC is a unique, high-technology 

project to design and build a car that will break the 

1,000mph barrier and set a new world land speed 

record. 

 

Designed and constructed in the UK, BLOODHOUND SSC will make test 

runs in the UK before making its record attempt in South Africa.  

More than the challenge of building and racing such a vehicle though, is 

the desire to get children involved in and excited about Science,          

Technology, Engineering and Maths activities. This is where Leighton 

Academy are getting involved; we are one of the first Primary schools in 

the country to be taking part in the Bloodhound SSC Blast competition and 

we will be hosting other local schools and colleges as an Accredited  

Bloodhound Hub. 

The competition will be run with Year 5 students as part of their Design 

Technology lessons and involves children working in teams to design and 

build small race cars. Once completed, they will be fired down a track     

using pyrotechnic-controlled rockets. The fastest two teams will qualify for 

regional heats where again, the fastest two, win a place in the national    

finals. The overall winning team will get to travel out to South Africa with 

the Bloodhound SSC team and watch the world record attempt for      

themselves! 

We will be supported by a team of Bentley graduates during the design, 

build and testing stages. Hopefully the children will gain so much from the 

project and be inspired to engage in STEM learning in the future.

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Art Across Leighton Academy 

What a great start to the Autumn Term it has been, with lots of creativity           

happening all over the school.  Children have been enthusiastically beginning 

their new cross curricular topic books, with lots of great ideas and work inside.  I 

have had the pleasure of teaching year 1,2 and 5 this term and am blown away by 

their work once again. 

In Year 1 we have been looking at fairy tales, focusing on characters and houses. 

The children have used lots of skills such as collage, proportion and shape to    

create themselves as a fairytale character and then designed a house for them to 

live in.  They were so creative and we had allsorts of houses from toadstools to 

castles.  The children then produced a class piece of art using silk and silk paints. 

Their designs were transferred onto the silk and with such precision and skill, the 

children carefully painted their house.  The results are stunning- look out for them 

on display in the corridor next term. 

Year 2 have been learning all about ñThe Great Fire of Londonò.  They have learnt 

lots of new skills, creating a collage of the fire for their book covers, a watercolour 

of fire, which they then used as inspiration for their writing.  We also looked at 

Samuel Pepys and drew portraits of him, which were fantastic.  Next we looked at 

Austrian Artist, Hundertwasser, who the children found fascinating.  With his use 

of bold and bright colours, hidden faces in the mountains and lollipop style trees, it 

made him an accessible artist for the children to study.  They spent time creating 

the background for their painting using either cool or warm colours and tried to 

create different patterns.  They then looked at significant landmarks in modern 

day London to create a silhouette over the top. Each class then worked together 

to create a piece of art on a canvas.  Their work is proudly displayed in the         

classrooms, so look out for it next time you are in school 

Finally, Year 5 have been creating Ancient Greek inspired art.  They created a 

front cover for their books, after researching Greek patterns.  They also looked at 

Greek vases and their functions. I then asked the children what part of Ancient 

Greece they would like to learn more about?, and they unanimously said Greek 

gods!  The children then researched different gods and as a group designed a 

puppet.  They worked in groups of 10, allocating jobs such as costume designer 

and rod maker to create these almost life size puppets.  The children will then use 

these in their literacy and history lessons to create stories.
